Ohio Rainbow Scholarships





The Ohio Rainbow Scholarship fund has been in existence since 1965.  Since that time over $337,500.00 has been awarded.





The criteria  for selection are:  Academic Achievement, Rainbow Service, and Financial Need.   The Rainbow Scholarship Committee consists of three members, each of whom evaluates the applicant in all three areas.  The evaluation scores are then combined to create a cumulative score for each applicant.





The Rainbow Scholarship Fund has traditionally been one of the Grand Worthy Advisor's projects every year.





The scholarship can only be awarded once to a Rainbow girl.  Recipients of the Rainbow Scholarship Awards must not have attained the majority age of 20 and be in attendance at the Awards Session of the Ohio Grand Assembly, which is the Thursday night Opening Session in Gambier. 





In the past the scholarships were in the amount of $500.00.  In 2009 the amount was increased to $1000.00 for this year only.   Whether it will remain at $1000.00 has not yet been determined. 





To apply for a Rainbow Scholarship you need to request the application forms from the Committee Chairman, Mr. Richard L. Weaver.  All forms need to be in the possession of the Scholarship Committee by early April.   When you request an application you will be given the deadline for that particular year.

4.	Form C-S:	A recommendation form to be completed by a teacher, or 


			other school person, who is familiar with your schoolwork.





5.	Form C-O:	A recommendation form to be completed by someone other


			than a school person or relative.





6.	Form D&D-S:   The Confidential Financial Statement - to be completed by


			      you and your parent(s).
